Explore

Local routes
Whilst cycling isn’t allowed in 
Cirencester Park, there are two 
signed routes to the town centre. 
There are also off-road cycle 
paths at Cotswold Water Park.

National Cycle Network
The nearest route to the site is 
45, Salisbury to Chester. There is 
also cycle route 48, Cirencester to 
Farmington.

Tetbury
An architectural gem, famous for 
it’s heritage in the trade industry 
and it’s Royal connections.

Stroud
This beautiful market town is 
trendy and has an artistic feel. 
Visit the farmers market for fresh 
local produce.

Chedworth Roman Villa
Cradled in a Cotswolds Valley 
rests the remains of one of the 
grandest Roman Villages in 
Britain. Tetbury
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Walk
Local routes
There is a circular walk from 
the site into the town through 
Cirencester Park. In town, there  
is a signed walk taking in places  
of interest.
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Abbey Grounds, Cirencester
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Cirencester is a lovely Cotswold town 
with lots of little boutique shops, it’s 
very dog friendly too – most pubs have 
a dog friendly area. 

The walks through the Bathurst Estate 
were lovely and you can go a good 
distance before seeing many other 
people.

The Craft Market which is on the first 
weekend of each month is well worth 
visiting and a lovely walk from the site 
through the park into Cirencester.

The National Arboretum near Tetbury is 
well worth a visit. The guided tours are 
informative and very interesting.

Visit Stroud on Saturday for the 
excellent market with lots of local 
produce available.

The Fleece is dog friendly and serves 
lovely food.

Chedworth Roman Villa is great for 
those interested in Roman history.

A walk through the park into 
Cirencester is always a pleasure, and is 
not to be missed.

Take the time to explore little Cotswold 
villages.

Visited Tetbury and Malmesbury during 
our stay – well worth a visit.
